Summer is quickly approaching and Child Guidance Resource Centers is planning our STAP program. CGRC has Autistic Support and Emotional Support programs for children this year offered in three counties.  Below is a grid of our program offerings:

There are two sessions, Session 1 is a four week session (June 27th through July 21st), Session 2 is a five week session (July 25th through August 26th).  The hours of the program are 9:00am to 3.  Children will be eligible for the program based on meeting the requirements for medical necessity for their managed care organization.

Chester County / CCBH
The deadline for Session 1 Application Form and Needs Checklist is 5/01/12.

The deadline for Session 2 Application Form and Needs Checklist is 6/01/12.

The deadline for Session 1 Authorization Packet is 5/14/12.

The deadline for Session 2 Authorization Packet is 6/11/12.

Please note that if the child is not already involved in BHRS, the packet for STAP must be RECEIVED by Community care within 60 days of the date of the evaluation.  If the time between when the evaluation recommending STAP and the date Community Care receives the packet is more than 60 days, the evaluation will be considered expired.  (So, evaluations can begin anytime after 2/1/12 but just monitor the days in between the evaluation and the submission date so you don’t exceed 60 days).

 

If the child is prescribed BHRS already, a new evaluation for STAP should not be completed.  Instead, the child's BHRS provider should be collaborated with to amend the current prescription for BHRS (assuming the current dates of BHRS span the dates of camp) to include STAP if they are in agreement.   If the current BHRS authorization period does not span the dates of STAP, you would need to wait until the BHRS provider re-evaluates for BHRS and add STAP to the recommendations of the request that will span the dates of STAP.  

If STAP has not been prescribed, but must be added to a plan with an extended authorization period (an authorization which exceeds 6 months for a child with ASD), a face-to-face addendum by the original evaluator may be used to prescribe STAP; however, due to the Autism Bulletin from June 24, 2005, a provider collaboration form cannot be accepted.  An ISPT meeting summary and treatment plan is also required.

Delaware and Montgomery Counties/MBH
The deadline for Session 1 Application Form and Needs Checklist is 5/11/12.

The deadline for Session 2 Application Form and Needs Checklist is 6/15/12.

The deadline for Session 1 Authorization Packet is 6/01/12.

The deadline for Session 2 Authorization Packet is 7/06/12.

· Session 1: 6/25/12 - 7/19/12 – Eval no earlier than 4/26/12 [60 days prior to camp start date] ; packet submitted to CGRC by 6/01/12 [45 days after Eval is completed]; an addendum 4/26/12 or later and within 45 days of the evaluation is also acceptable. For a developmental disability authorization spanning the date range of camp an addendum after 4/26/12 or later 

· Session 2: 7/23/12 - 8/24/12 –Eval no earlier than 5/24/12 [60 days prior to camp start date]; packet submitted to CGRC by 7/06/12 [45 days after Eval is completed]; an addendum by 5/24/12 or later or later and within 45 days of the evaluation is also acceptable. For a developmental disability authorization spanning the date range of camp an addendum after 5/24/12 or later
